Insertion

The curve of the animals back should be aligned with the curve of the zipper

Putting the rear end first will make insertion easier.

• a better view for clients that return to see their pet
• a sense of closure for clients that want to close the bag themselves



Insertion



HandlesUse the integrated handles created at both 
ends by the pleats

Specially designed for larger animals
4 layers of fabric in the pleats for more 

resistance

No stretcher needed < 35kg



Place EUTHABAG flat on the table with the flap open and tucked underneath.

A blanket can then be placed over the open bag.

Euthanasia is performed.

The family is asked if they want to be present during placement of the body

The blanket is removed, with pet being already in place, so that minimal manipulation
is required. Place the rear end into the bag first, then tuck front paws and the head in. 
The pet parents may want to zip it themselves.

Storage

Store flat and ensure the body is placed in a natural position for families that may 
return to see their pet or change their mind.

For take-homes, accompany the owner to the car and make sure
the body is placed flat as the family may be disoriented/devastated.

Biodegradable?

▪ Pentobarbital can leach into soil or water and wild and 

domestic animals can be intoxicated.

▪ Remains accidentally dug up by unsuspecting individuals, 

animal or humans, should be contained.

▪ More and more families exhume their pet’s body when they 

move. 

▪ It’s more practical if contained. The remains could then be 

safely cremated in a EUTHABAG.
